Speaker Cable Choice

If you are running speaker cables through walls and ceilings, make sure your cables

are CL3-rated for in-wall use.

To ensure the best performance from the speakers, use stranded speaker wire

of the appropriate gauge for the length of the wire run.

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INSTALLING THE SPEAKERS

Positioning and installing the satellite speakers

The satellite speakers may be positioned so that sound is evenly

dispersed around the outdoor space,or you can create as many as
four individual stereo pairs to focus sound on certain parts of the
outdoor space,such as a patio or play area.Alternate left- and right-
channel satellite speakers when you mount them.Typically,best
results are achieved by placing t?;e speakers 2 to 5m apart.

Push the mounting spikes for the satellite speakers into the ground.

If the ground too firm to push the spike in all the way,remove the
speaker from the spike and tap the spike in gently with a rubber
mallet.Be careful not to use too much force on the spikes,because
they can break.

Adjust the speakers to point upward slightly,but do not point them
up more than 45 degrees or water may accumulate in them,which
will affect the sound.

Positioning and installing the subwoofer

The subwoofer should be placed as close to the middle of the
speaker system as practical ideally with half the satellite speakers on
one side and half on the other.

You can place the subwoofer directly on the ground,or bury most of
it. The LSUB10 dims are ~40cm diameter x 30cm high. For in-ground
install, dig a hole 40cm diameter and ~20cm deep. Be sure the
"grilles" are high enough as to not get submerged.Make sure the
subwoofer enclosure is not in contact with large rocks, and that there
is no empty space around it when it's buried.



Runningthe speaker cables

Runthe left and right speaker cables from the amplifier to the subwoofer
location. (See Diagram 2 on page 10)

Fromthe subwoofer location,extend the left speakercable to the left
satellite speakers and the right speaker cable to the right satellite speak-
ers using aparallelconnection.Strip 12" of the jacket off the ends of all
cables,and connect the LEFT positive conductor from the amp,to the
LEFT input (WHITE s Positive/ GREENis Minus) on the subwoofer,
extend from the subwoofer to the first LEFT satellite speakerand
connect the LEFT +to the REDwire andthe LEFT —to the BLACK
wire onthe 1stLEFT satellite speaker.Extend to the 2nd LEFT satellite
speaker inthe same manner Repeatthis process if using additional
satellite speakersonthe LEFT channel (MAX of 4 satellites on each
channel). Connect speakers and subwoofer using only the supplied
waterproof wire nuts. (See Diagram 1below)

Connect the RIGHT positive conductor from the amp,to the RIGHT
input (REDis Positive/ BLACK is Minus) on the subwoofer,extend from
the subwoofer to the first RIGHT satellite speaker and connect the
RIGHT +to the REDwire andthe RIGHT—to the BLACK wire on the
1stRIGHT satellite speaker.Extend to the 2nd RIGHT satellite speaker
inthe same manner.Repeat this process if using additional satellite
speakers on the RIGHT channel (MAX of 4 satellites on each channel).
Connect speakers and subwoofer using only the supplied waterproof
wire nuts. (See Diagram 1below)

Diagrams 3 and 4 (pages 12& 13)show alternate wiring options.

Make absolutely sure you alwaysconnect positive to positive and
negativeto negative.And be sure to connect right and left channels

correctly.

Strip 1cmof jacket off the left andright speaker cables from the speakers,
andinsert theminto the respective location on the Phoenixconnector
supplied with the amp,makingsure to connect left to left,right to right,

positive to “+” and negativeto “-”.Push the Phoenixconnector firmly into
the back of the amplifier.

Connect either aleft &right analogstereo RCA audio cable or an
Optical digital cable from your source (typically a multiroom audio
controller or an audio streaming device) to the amplifier'sleft & right
analoginputs or the optical input.

The AMP200 hasanimpedanceswitch with two settings:4/8 ohms,
and 8 ohms (bridged).Use the 4/8 ohms setting.

LevelControls

The AMP200 hastwo screwdriver-adjustablelevelcontrols onthe front
panel,for left- andright-channel volume.At first,set these atabout 9
o’clock (pointing to the left).Play some modern rock or R&Bmusic that
isrecorded ataloud level.Now turn the volume control on your sound
source (amultichannel audio controller, streamer, etc.) allthe way up,
then turn up the AMP200’s level controls untilyou reach the maximum
volumeyou want.Make sure you do not set the level controls so high
that the speakersdistort.

TESTING THESYSTEM

Getthe system playing,then go up close to each of the satellite speakers
and the subwoofer to make sure all of them are working.If anyone
speakeris not working,check the connection for that speaker.If multiple
speakersare not working,start by checking the connection for the
disconnected speakerthat’s closest to the subwoofer,then check the
other connections down the line until you get allthe satellites working.

Playatune with vocals.Stand equidistant from the first left/right pair
of satellite speakers.The vocals should mostly seemto coming from a
point between the left and right speakers.|If the vocals sound spacey,
like they’re coming from allaround,check the positive and negative
polarity connections for that pair of speakers.Repeatwith allthe other
left/right pairs.

Once you’re confident that the systemis working correctly,go ahead
and bury the wires.When the wires are buried,check the systemonce
againto makesure allthe speakers and the subwoofer areconnected.

TROUBLESHOOTING

No sound from all speakers: Makesurethe amplifierand source device
(music streamer,multiroom controller,etc.) areturned on,music isplaying,
andthe volumeisturned up.Check the connections between the source
device andthe AMP200 to makesurethey arefirmly connected andthat
the cables areingood condition.Check the connections onthe speaker
cables between the AMP200 andthe subwooferto makesurethey are
securely connected.

No sound from one speaker: Digdownto findthe cable connection
to that speaker and check the connection to makesureit’s secure.|f
the connection seemsgood,try connecting aspare speakerto seeif it
works.If the spare speakerworks but the Landscape speakerdoesn't,
contact Adept Audio.

Nosound from allthe right-channel or all the left-channel speakers:
Check to makesure the source device is connected to the input of the
AMP200.Check the connections onthe speakercable for that channel
going from the AMP200 to the subwoofer,and the connection going
fromthe AMP200 to the first satellite speakerfor that channel.

Bass is weak: Checkthe polarity of the speakercables going from the
AMP200 to the subwoofer,and makesure positive is connected to
positive and negative to negative on both ends of both cables.If you’rein
mode 1,20r 5 on the DSPswitch onthe AMP200,try settingitto 3 (if you
havefour satellites) or 4 (if you have eight satellites).
